3.6. The higher education institution of U kraine
has the right conduct an inspection of the
Organization in order to determine the technical
and legal compliance of the Organ-ization with
the requirements of this Agree-ment.

4.1.3. Ensuring the procedure of entrants’
identification using facial recognition tech-
nologies, which includes verification of per-
sonal data (surname, patronymic (if availa-
ble)), biometric data and their verification with
the official (state) database;
4.1.4. Ensuring control of compliance with the
requirements of integrity during the en-trance
exam for foreigners;
4.1.5. Providing a place to store the en-trants'
phones, tablets and other electronic devices
confiscated during the entrance ex-amination;
4.1.6. Ensuring video surveillance around the
perimeter of the auditorium where the entrance
exam for foreigners takes place by installing at
least two video cameras;
